Teen Distracted Driving Prevention Summit and Leadership Team
National Organization for Youth Safety (NOYS) has played a critical role by bringing youth and adult leaders together in a substantive, integrated and efficient format so that they can share their critical experiences with one another while empowering and inspiring each other. One key to the success of these networking events has been the empowerment of the youth to plan and lead their own meetings, including setting their own agendas and activities. Not surprisingly, participating youth leaders have planned interactive and informative educational sessions that motivate, inspire, and energize youth to lead efforts/activities in their own communities and within their own national organizations, focused on preventing risks, especially the leading cause of death and injuries for teens, motor vehicle crashes. 

September 2010 National Organizations for Youth Safety will partner with the Department of Transportation Distracted Driving Summit and will support 20 youth to attend and participate in a Distracted Driving Summit in Chicago, Illinois. Because we believe effective prevention programs are teen-led and teen-informed, NOYS sees the need to convene, train, and empower youth leaders to address distracted driving issues. The youth will attend the Distracted Driving Summit and will then spend the next day developing a teen program of work that they will implement in their communities during the school year. These teens will become the Teen Distracted Driving Leadership Team who will help to develop, implement, and support distracted driving prevention efforts in their local communities and provide a foundation for a national program tool to empower youth and engage them as part of the solution to prevent distracted driving. 

The project consists of several phases that will be implemented beginning in August 2010 and culminating in May 2011 as part of the National Youth Traffic Safety Month. Phase I will be the application process and selection of a geographically diverse group of youth leaders, Phase II will include planning and conducting the summit. Phase III will be the implementation of the youth-led action plans. Phase IV will be overall project evaluation and follow-up technical assistance of the development and implementation of the youth program of work action plans.
